2. DO NOT THROW CANDY FROM THE 

FLOAT OR FROM INSIDE A VECHILE.  
WALKERS ARE THE ONLY PARTICI-
PANTS THAT MAY THROW CANDY.  
Please be sure that candy is tossed beyond 
the white line that will be found on both 
sides of the parade route.   Therefore keep-
ing children safe while they retrieve 
candy.   

 
3.  EQUESTRIAN UNITS:  Animals MUST be 

of nature that noise and excitement will 
not frighten them.  YOU MUST ALSO 
PROVIDE A CLEAN UP CREW FOR 
YOUR HORSES WASTE.   

 
4.  ANTIQUE CAR ENTRIES/UNITS:  The major-

ity of  spectators benefit from the cars being 
spread throughout the parade rather than a 
continuous line.  For this reason, you will be 
assigned an entry number.  If you are an or-
ganization please indicate the EXACT number 
of cars that are coming.   We realize that over-
heating is a problem.  However, this is a prob-
lem with all entries and therefore no special 
placement can be given to anyone.

ALL entries received after June 23 will need to submit 

late entry fee amounts 

Fees must accompany registration form.   

There is NO entry fee for:  Color Guard, Shrine Units, 
Queens, Elected Officials and Bands.  You must still 

fill out the entry form. 

Entry fees are for the total entry.  For example, an 
organization DOES NOT pay $15 per person or vehi-
